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New Screening Criteria

If a child hasone or more of the
following new or worsening
symptoms:

Fever
HEALTH Cough
Runny nose or
MEMO stuffy/congestion
Decrease or loss of taste or
smell
Sore throat
Headache
Nausea, vomiting or diarrhea

Fatigue, extreme tiredness or
muscle aches




They must self-isolate at home
Immediately and either:

HE ALTH - Contact their health care

provider for a medical

Testing and Return to School

Children who need an assessment for testing based on their
symptom(s) are not allowed to return to school, or go to any public
setting until one of the following has happened:

Health Care Provider has said a test for COVIBP19 is not
needed.

Child had a test which is negative for COVID19. They may

go back to school 24 hours after fever, shortness of breath,
sore throat and headache have all gone away without use of
fever reducing medications AND any other symptoms are
improving.

Child is not assessed by a health care provide, and testing for
COVID-19 was declined for any reason, child is to self

isolate for 10 days. Ten days after symptoms start, children
can return as long as they do not have a fever (without use of
fever reducing medication) and they are feeling better.

Health Care Provider has told you that the symptom(s) are
related to a chronic or pre-existing condition (e.g. allergies,
migraines). In this case, the child can return to school once
they feel well enough.
